April 26- May 13, Friday - Monday, 11am - 8pm.  May 17 - September 2, Open Daily 11am - 9pm with live 

entertainment on the weekends.  September 6 - September 29, Friday - Sunday, 11am - 8pm.  Enjoy casual fare for 

lunch & dinner including sandwiches, salads, dinner entrees and daily specials while taking in views of the Atlantic 

Ocean.  No reservations taken.  Take-out available, 843.768.7785 / Hostess Stand, 843.768.1244.   

Pelican’s Nest Dress Code – Casual beachwear, cover-ups and footwear are required while dining or at the bar.  

Pool users are required to dry off prior to entering the dining areas.

Open January 1 - May 18 and September 3 – December 31, 6 days a week:  11am - 9pm, Tuesday 

through Saturday and Sunday for Brunch 10am – 2pm.

Bohicket’s Lounge Dress Code Sports casual: golf and tennis attire are appropriate.  Jeans are permitted, 

provided they are not torn or baggy.  Beach wear including bathing suits, cover-ups, tee shirts, short shorts, gym 

shorts and cut-offs are not permitted.  Hats are not to be worn.  Children should be dressed consistent with above.

Welcome!  We would like to provide amenity cards allowing access to all of the club facilities during 

your stay.  The amenities available to you include two challenging private golf courses, tennis center, 

the equestrian center, swimming pools, beach club, dining rooms and pub with ocean or golf course 

views.  

 

GOLF:  The Ocean Winds course designed by Willard Byrd and the Crooked Oaks course 

designed by Robert Trent Jones offer challenging play with beautiful, natural backdrops. Tee 

times may be arranged by calling the Pro Shop at 843.768.2529.  Dress Code: Denim is not 

appropriate attire.  Gentlemen- tucked shirts with collars and sleeves, mock turtleneck shirts, slacks or golf 

shorts not more than four inches above the knee.  Ladies- dresses, skirts, slacks, golf shorts and golf shirts 

are appropriate attire.  Shoes: Soft spike golf shoes or flat soled tennis/golf shoes are appropriate. 

 

TENNIS:  Rated one of the top 25 Tennis Resorts in the world, the Seabrook Island Racquet Club 

has 15 Har-Tru courts. Lessons, tournaments and pairings can be found at the Racquet Club.  

Courts may be reserved by calling 843.768.7543. Dress Code:  Gentlemen-tennis shorts, appropriate 

length athletic and khaki shorts, shirts, t-shirts and warm-ups.  Shirts are to be worn at all times.  Ladies-

tennis skirts, shorts, dresses, shirts, tank tops, crop tops and warm-ups.  Cut-off shorts, denim shorts or pants, 

bathing suits, and short running shorts are not allowed.  Regulation tennis shoes need to be worn at all 

times. Running, cross-training and hiking shoes are not allowed. 

 

EQUESTRIAN:   The Club’s Equestrian Center is a rare find offering peaceful trail and beach rides 

and boarding options. Horse lovers agree that our Equestrian Center is top notch.  Advanced 

reservations required, please call 843.768.7541. 

 

POOLS: The Beach Club is home to a junior Olympic pool as well as a zero entry pool with 

beautiful ocean views.  Dress Code:  Swimmers must wear proper swimming attire. Cut-offs, denim 

shorts, and Bermuda shorts are not considered proper swimming attire.  Swim diapers are required for all 

children that are not toilet trained. 

 

*Access to the use of Club facilities is not available without an amenity card.* 
*If arriving after office hours, allowance will be made to accept your credit card at the restaurants and 

other points of sale until the Amenity Office is open and you are able to obtain your amenity card. 

 

Please note that an amenity access fee of $350 per month, $150 per week or $25 per day as well as a 

deposit of $11 per each amenity card is to apply.  When picking up your amenity card, you will need to 

provide a credit card to which all charges will be applied during your stay. The card deposit will be 

refunded when the cards are returned. An itemized statement of all charges will be provided at the 

end of the month. *Effective November 1-March 31, the access fee will reduce to $210 per month, $90 

per week or $15 per day with a dining only option of $75 per month, $25 per week or $5 per day.*
